The pool, Iocated at 211A Lucky St.,
will open in late May or early June,
according to City Administrator David
Smith.

Council approved usmgaportion
of some $60,000 in undesignated bond
proceeds to renovate the upper lével of
City Hall,

Council is currently putting together a
priority list af necessary improvements
for renovation, including a handicapped
accessible 1ift to the second floor.

Confusion over utility bill payment
deadlines led council to consider approv-
ing a new policy for late fees. Although
not formally approved, the close of busi-
ness (5 p.m.) is the deadline to pay utility
bills if the 15th falls on a weekday. If the
15th falls on a weekend, customers have

‘until noon Monday to pay.

All customers who pay after the dead-
line will be assessed a late fee, The policy
is expected to be approved in February
and take effect in March.
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
